(CFANB) delivered the first official 

provincial Envirothon competition 

in New Brunswick in May 2001.             

Envirothon NB is an                 

environmental education        

program for high school             

students in grades nine to twelve 

that was initiated more than 25 

years ago in the United States. 

CFANB coordinates Envirothon 

New Brunswick (Envirothon NB) 

program under the leadership of a 

Steering Committee of educational 

and natural resource professionals 

and with its inaugural competition, 

New Brunswick also became the 

first jurisdiction to hold a bilingual         

competition in North America. 

The Envirothon NB program has two 

categories of participation: 

1. Competitive: NB Teams of 5     

students in Grades 9-12 are eligible 

to represent NB at the Canon     

Envirothon in August (upon winning 

the Envirothon NB Competition in 

April/May). Please refer to the Rules 

and Regulations section on the  

official Envirothon NB website 

www.cfanb.ca/envirothon. 

2. Non-Competitive: This applies to teams 

that fit outside the Competitive category  

description in the Envirothon NB Rules and 

Regulations. These teams are not eligible 

to represent NB at Canon Envirothon.     

Ex: Teams from other provinces, teams that 

are not within the age restrictions (middle 

school, bridging year, etc.), teams        

competing with less than 5 students, etc.    

Both categories: 

• Allow students to participate in all work-

shops, tours, presentations and the year 

end competition in May 

• Allow students to win prizes
